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Wimbledon College is a Jesuit school.  The 
Society of Jesus (Jesuits) is a religious order 
of the Catholic Church founded in 1540 by 
St Ignatius Loyola (1491-1556).  The aim of 
all Jesuit schools and universities is 
improvement in living and learning to the 
greater glory of God and the common good. 
 
The badge of Wimbledon College is a shield 
bearing a heart with a burning flame, 
symbol of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, on the 
cross of the crucifixion.  The IHS monogram 
is traditionally used in Jesuit institutions.  It 
represents the first three letters in Greek 
(ΊΉΣ) of the name Jesus, after whom the 
Society of Jesus is called.  Around the edge 
is the title of the school in Latin: The College 
of the Most Sacred Heart Wimbledon.   
 
The school motto is cor numinis fons luminis 
which means the heart of the divine (God) is 
the fount of light. 
 
It is the tradition of Jesuit schools for pupils 
to write AMDG (ad majorem dei gloriam – 
to the greater glory of God) at the top of 
each piece of written work and LDS (laus 
deo semper – praise God always) at the 
bottom. 
 
The school colours are maroon, gold and 
dark green.

Wimbledon College 
 
Wimbledon College is a Roman Catholic school founded by and in the trusteeship of the Society 
of Jesus (Jesuits).  Begun in 1892, today it is a boys comprehensive school with around 1300 
pupils (250 in the Sixth Form).  Boys come to the school from all over south London, Surrey and 
also north of the river. 
 
The school has a strong reputation for academic achievement, extra-curricular activities and for 
being a Christian community with high standards of pastoral care and discipline. 
 
 

A Jesuit School 
 
The aim of Jesuit education is expressed by St Ignatius Loyola (1491-1556) as άƛƳǇǊƻǾŜƳŜƴǘ ƛƴ

As a boy progresses through the school he becomes part of this tradition, experiencing at first 
hand its pattern of teaching, values and practices, informed by the Jesuit vision. It is our hope 
that each boy will accept this rich heritage and make it his own and in so doing will be prepared 
for life, which is itself a preparation for eternal life. 
 
A vision does not describe a goal or an aim but a way of getting there.  The Jesuit vision 
statement recognises the characteristic values and ethos of a Jesuit school:  
 

Finding God in all things • a Jesuit school recognises that every aspect of its work can affirm 
the goodness and presence of God 
 

Caring for the individual • a Jesuit school focuses on the all-round formation of each person 
 

Showing love in deeds • a Jesuit school is characterised by generosity in service to others, 
particularly where human dignity is threatened 
 

Building a Christian community • a Jesuit school fosters a faith commitment to Christ and prepares 
pupils for a fuller participation in the life of Church 
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Engaging with the wider world • a Jesuit school helps pupils to be sensitive to the strengths and 
weaknesses in contemporary society and to witness to Christ’s 
presence in that society  
 

Encouraging excellence • a Jesuit school is distinguished for its academic, religious and 
pastoral provision, through which it encourages the fullest possible 
development of talents 
 

Co-operating in Jesuit mission • a Jesuit school works in co-operation with other Jesuit schools 
and ministries in the light of the apostolic and educational aims of 
the Society of Jesus 

 
This vision statement is shared by the nine Jesuit schools of the British Province.  To live in this 
way is to build the Kingdom of God. It is to engage fully with the world around us. The life and 
learning that is characteristic of Wimbledon College seeks to bring concretely to the Church in 
England a venerable and living tradition of the universal Church. It is the Jesuit ideal adapted to 
the circumstances of the people, place and times in which we live. 
 
 

A Christian Community 
 
Wimbledon College is a Christian community.  The day begins with morning prayers and the year 
is marked by the cycle of worship of the Christian calendar of seasons and feast days.  Mass is 
offered daily in the College Chapel. 
 
The school has a full time Jesuit priest chaplain.  The chaplaincy team runs a full programme of 
events for boys of all ages.  The Xavier Programme provides chaplaincy events and activities 
specifically tailored for Sixth Form pupils. 
 
 

Studies 
 
As a Jesuit school, Wimbledon College stands in the long tradition of learning and academic 
excellence that has characterised Jesuit schools and universities for over 450 years.  As a 
comprehensive school, we aim to provide the environment, teaching, and expectation that 
every boy will make the most of his talents and achieve the best of which he is capable.  Our 
examination results, year on year, show how successful the school has been. 
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The school aims to offer a range of courses which suit as many boys as possible within the 
limitations of funding and timetabling. 
 
 

A Specialist Science and Mathematics School 
 
In September 2008, Wimbledon College became a specialist science and mathematics school.  
Specialist status recognises the excellence of these departments and brings significant additional 
resources to the school.  By focussing on what makes science and mathematics successful, it is 
intended to replicate similar levels of progress and achievement in other subjects.  Specialist 
status also promotes community involvement in Roehampton University, Kingston Hospital and 
our partner secondary and primary schools. 
 
Wimbledon College became an Associate School of the Royal Society in Summer 2009.  The 
Royal Society is the UK’s national academy of science. 
 
 

The Sixth Form 
 
The Sixth Form is an important part of the school.  It provides clear progression through to 
university and college entrance for many pupils.  We also welcome around 30 pupils each year 
who choose to come to Wimbledon College for their post-16 education. 
 
 

Special Educational Needs 

 
Wimbledon College has extensive provision for boys with Special Educational Needs.  A floor of 
one building is devoted to supporting learning for boys with a range of physical, educational and 
emotional needs.  The Head of Special Needs is supported by two full time SEN teachers, 14 
Learning Support Assistants and pastoral and counselling support.

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Examination Results 

 
Examination results at A-Level in 2008 and 2009 were outstanding.  The school was placed in the 
top 10% of all school sixth forms (state and independent) and post-16 colleges nationally for 
adding value in terms of pupils’ prior attainment at GCSE.

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The Sixth Form 
 
 
Wimbledon College Sixth Form (Years 12 and 13) is run in partnership with the Ursuline Sixth 
Form and, since September 2008, with Richard Challoner School and Holy Cross School. 
 
By pooling our resources, the Sixth Form is able to offer a wide range of courses and subject 
combinations.   
 
The aims of the Sixth Form are: 
 

 to build a Christian community founded on the values of the Gospel 
 

 to provide clear progression from GCSE to higher qualifications (usually A-Level) 
 

 to provide access to university, colleges and employment 
 

 to provide excellent teaching, with strong support for independent study 
 

 to provide a rich extra-curricular programme 
 

 to provide consistently strong pastoral care, advice and challenge 
 
In September 2009, 157 boys entered the Sixth Form including 28 boys from other schools.  84 
boys continued from Y12 into Y13 (a smaller proportion than usual but expected to increase in 
2010). 
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Profile of a Jesuit School Leaver 

 
By the end of their time in a Jesuit school it is hoped that young people are: 

 

 developing and deepening a relationship with God, and are able to find God in reflection on 
their own experience

This profile of a school leaver is shared by all the Jesuit schools of the British Province.  These 
aspirations are supported by the specific programme of studies, extra-curricular activities, the 
routine of school life and events, and the Sixth Form Xavier Programme.  
 
 

Studies 

 
Studies lie at the core of the Sixth Form.  You are here to study and to do as well as you can in 
examinations.  AS Level courses are taught for five periods a week.  We expect pupils to do at 
least a further  5 hours independent study per subject per week.   
 
Sixth Form pupils are set a tariff of time they must spend in the Sixth Form Study Hall.  This 
modern supervised facility with large scale IT resources, encourages boys to develop the habit of 
independent study and prepares them for university. 
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Qualifications 

 
Wimbledon College offers courses leading to various qualifications: 
 

A-Level 
consists of AS Level in Year 12 followed by A2 in Y13.  The AS Level is a stand-alone qualification 
in its own right.  AS and A2 together make the full A-Level qualification needed for university 
entrance. 
 

Pre-U 
is a new qualification equivalent to A-Level for university entrance.  It is a two year course with 
no half-way exam in Y12.  Pre-U also offers the most able pupils to gain grades beyond A and A* 
at A-Level and to gain additional UCAS points. 
 

BTEC2 
is an intermediate level course (equivalent to GCSE at A*-C) and is suitable for pupils who gained 
predominantly C, D and E grades at GCSE.  BTEC2 are one-year courses which can lead on to AS 
Level or BTEC3 and vocational qualifications at colleges of further education. 
 

BTEC3 
is a Level 3 course equivalent to A-Level.  We are intending to offer Sports Studies at BTEC3 from 
September 2010, and already offer Performance Arts BTEC3 through partnership with Holy Cross 
School. 
 

GCSE 

We do not offer repeat GCSE courses.  However, we do offer boys taking BTEC2 courses, the 
possibility of improving grades in mathematics, English and ICT. 
 
 

Courses 

 
Boys in Poetry (Y12) are generally expected to take four AS-Level courses, continuing with three 
to A-Level in Rhetoric (Y13).  More able pupils are able to take five AS Level courses and four at 
A-Level. 
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Pupils taking intermediate courses are expected to follow one BTEC2 course (which is a double 
option of 10 taught periods a week) together with maths, English and ICT courses (see section 
on routes for more details). 
 
In general, boys are expected to enrol on courses taught at Wimbledon College.  Reasons for 
taking courses at the other schools in the consortium are: 
 

 that the subject is not taught at the College 

 or that timetable constraints mean that the subject cannot be taken at the College with 
your other options 

 or that the content of the course is different at another school in the consortium 
 
The following subjects are available at Wimbledon College and in the Sixth Form consortium 
with the Ursuline High School, Richard Challoner School and Holy Cross School:

Sixth Form Team 

 
A team of teachers and support staff works to ensure boys make good progress and are both 
supported and challenged. 
 
There is a Deputy Head with oversight of the Sixth Form which is led by the Head of Sixth Form.  
He is assisted by two Heads of Line for Poetry (Y12) and Rhetoric (Y13).  They are supported by a 
full-time Pastoral Support Assistant who is the main point of contact for boys and their parents.  
The study hall and other facilities are supervised by the Sixth Form Centre Manager who has an 
assistant in the study hall.

The Tutor System 

 
Sixth Form pupils are assigned to tutor groups which meet each day.  The tutor is responsible for 
day-to-day encouragement and monitoring of progress, commitment to studies and 
involvement in the wider life of the school.  Tutor groups are kept small (typically around 14 
boys) so that tutors can get to know the boys well and provide the guidance, support and 
challenge they need. 
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Sixth Form Standards 
 
The Sixth Form Standards have been developed as a framework to support and challenge pupils 
to progress and achieve.   
 
Sixth Form Standards help to create a purposeful and structured environment in which you can 
study, get involved, and enjoy what the Sixth Form has to offer.  The Standards make clear the 
expectations and boundaries for all Sixth Form pupils.   
 
The Standards cover six areas of Sixth Form life:

Once you have gained a place in the Sixth Form, you will be expected to know and meet the 
Standards.  Your continuance in the Sixth Form will depend upon you consistently meeting the 
Standards. 
 
Sixth Form pupils are progressively given more freedom to manage their own studies and 
arrange their school day.  As they show they are meeting the Sixth Form Standards, their status 
is raised.  The reverse can happen if they are not meeting the Standards. 
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The Xavier Programme 
 
Wimbledon College is a Catholic school in the Jesuit tradition.  The Christian life of the school is 
central to the ethos of the school and its Sixth Form.  There are daily prayers and a pattern of 
worship which follows the seasons and great feast days of the Christian church.   
 
There are many charitable and 
service activities which give boys the opportunity to put into practice the Jesuit aim of being

The school has a strong tradition in sport, especially athletics, cross-country and rugby.  Other 
major sports are currently being developed (including swimming and basketball) and a long list 
of minor sports ensures that there is something for everyone who wants to participate.

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Around 40 Rhetoric (Y13) boys are invited to be school prefects each year and offer an 
invaluable service to the school as ambassadors for the College and by providing leadership and 
coaching for younger pupils.  Many Sixth Form boys offer help by peer mentoring younger boys. 
 
A booklet listing all the extra-curricular activities on offer is published at the beginning of each 
year.  All pupils are encouraged to participate in at least two activities of their choosing.

Admissions to Sixth Form 
 
Pupils in Year 11 at Wimbledon College are eligible for a place in the Sixth Form if they meet 
Sixth Form entry requirements. 
 
The Sixth Form welcomes applicants from other schools.  Applicants must complete the Sixth 
Form application form and meet Sixth Form staff to establish whether the joint Sixth Form is 
able to offer an appropriate course of studies for the individual.  On receiving the application 
form, Wimbledon College will seek a reference from the school currently attended by an 
external applicant. 
 
The entry requirements for Sixth Form are: 
 

 five or more GCSEs at grades A* to C 

 entry requirement for each course – this is usually a grade B or better in each subject to 
be taken at AS Level (or Pre-U or BTEC3) or relevant cognate subjects as set out in the 
published entry requirements 

 grade D or better for BTEC2 courses 

 science AS Level courses require a grade A or better in GCSE Additional Science if you 
are taking double science rather than separate sciences 

 
If courses are oversubscribed, preference will be given in the following order: 
 

1. boys in public care (“looked after” children) who meet the entry requirements 
2. boys currently at Wimbledon College who meet the entry requirements 
3. baptised and practising Catholic external applicants who meet the entry requirements  
4. other external applicants who meet the entry requirements  
5. boys currently at Wimbledon College who narrowly miss the entry requirements but for 

whom a viable course of studies can be arranged 
6. baptised and practising Catholic external applicants who narrowly miss the entry 

requirements but for whom a viable course of studies can be arranged 
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7. other  external applicants who narrowly miss the entry requirements but for whom a 
viable course of studies can be arranged 

 
We will not offer places to current Wimbledon College pupils or external applicants who fail to 
meet the entry requirements and for whom no reasonable programme of study can be 
arranged.
