Wimbledon College offers a large range of extra-curricular activities.  These complement 
the curriculum and offer boys the opportunity of learning and developing in different 
ways.  There is a wide range of major and minor sports.  Music and drama are also major 
areas of activity in the school. 
 
All boys are encouraged to participate in at least two activities and most do so.  By 
getting involved in activities beyond the classroom, boys participate in the life of the 
school and have ownership of their school.  This supports their studies and, time and 
again, we see that those who are most involved in the extra-curricular programme are 
those who do best in their studies. 
 
There are also opportunities for parents. 
 
Recent research in schools showed that in schools offering 30 or more extra-curricular 
activities, pupils’ GCSE results (and especially in the case of boys) could be raised by as 
much as 66%.  It is certainly our experience that boys who are heavily engaged in the 
extra-curricular life of the school both do well academically and tend to be happier well-
adjusted people. 
 
Whether you are parent or pupil, do get involved in the extra-curricular programme at 
Wimbledon College: expand your horizons and make the most of your God-given 
talents.

The dalit (“untouchables”) are amongst the 
poorest of the poor and Project Manvi aims to provide practical support by building a 
primary school (completed December 2006), a secondary school, and more robust homes 
for the village.  The boys do practical work digging foundations and building walls, as well as 
providing friendship and some teaching for the children.  Over £26,000 is raised each year 
to support this work.  Boys must fundraise to pay their own fares there and back.

Training the next 
generation of organists is a service to the church and its liturgy.  Boys are taught on the 1912 Walker 
organ in the Sacred Heart Church, one of the finest pipe organs in London and the UK, and also on the 
three-manual digital organ in the College Chapel.  Applicants should be at or near Grade 5 piano before 
commencing lessons (with the possible exception of those displaying a sound keyboard technique 
already).  The £50 scholarship may be used for lessons or for the purchase of organ music.  Boys also have 
an opportunity to play at school liturgies.

The Saturday Music School at Wimbledon College offers music tuition to adults and children of all ages.  
Tuition is available in a wide range of instruments, often with a choice of being taught individually or in a 
small group.  Vocal tuition is also available.  Lessons are currently offered in Piano, Keyboard, Violin, 
Saxophone, Guitar, Drums, Cello and Voice.  Where there is sufficient demand, tuition can be arranged in 
other instruments.  The Saturday Music School also offers a Children’s Choir  (age 7+) and Young 
Musicians’ Programme (age 3-5).  This is a good alternative for parents who prefer their sons not to be 
withdrawn from classes for music tuition.
