Alumni Privacy Notice: Old Wimbledonians (OWs)
1. Introduction
This privacy notice is specifically for former pupils (Alumni) of Wimbledon College. It explains how and why we collect and process your personal data as you continue your relationship with the school after finishing your time as a pupil. It outlines your rights and how we maintain our community while respecting your privacy.
After leaving Wimbledon College, you automatically become an Old Wimbledonian or OW, a member of the alumni community. The school will keep your data to maintain a lifelong relationship for OWs to keep in contact with each other and to support the school. We will continue to update our database by the use of surveys.
This notice supplements the school’s general privacy notices and reinforces the way in which we handle your information with the same high standards we apply to all members of our college community.
2. What is "Alumni Personal Information"?
Personal information is data that identifies you. For alumni, this includes:
· Identifiers: Name, date of birth, and unique former pupil records.
· Contact Details: Your current address, email, and phone numbers.
· Educational History: Your years of attendance, exam results, house membership, and extracurricular achievements (such as sports or drama performances).
· Professional Data: Information about your career, higher education, and current employer (often gathered via surveys).
· Media: Photographs and video recordings from your time at the school or from alumni reunions.
3. Why We Collect and Use Your Information
Upon leaving Wimbledon College, you automatically become a member of the OW community. We maintain this data to:
· Maintain a Lifelong Relationship: Keep a database of former pupils to facilitate contact between the school and its alumni.
· Community Networking: Help OWs stay in touch with one another and organise reunions or anniversary events.
· Support the School: Send updates, newsletters, and information regarding school projects or fundraising initiatives.
· Mentorship: Connecting current pupils with OWs for career advice, talks, and professional guidance.
· Historical Archiving: Preserving the history of the College and the achievements of its former students.
4. Our Lawful Basis for Processing
Under the UK GDPR and the Data Use and Access Act (DUAA) 2025, we rely on:
· Legitimate Interest: We have a legitimate interest in maintaining a relationship with our former pupils to promote the interests of the College and the OW community.
· Public Interest: Processing data for historical and archiving purposes.
· Consent: For specific marketing or fundraising communications where you have opted in. You can withdraw this consent at any time by clicking the unsubscribe links on our emails or by sending a request to alumni@wimbledoncollege.org.uk.
5. Sharing Your Information
We do not share your information with outside parties for their marketing purposes. However, we may share data with:
· Contractors: IT consultants or cloud storage providers (e.g., Arbor, CRM, or website hosts) who help manage our database securely.
· The OW Association or Jesuits in Britain: Partnering with official alumni groups to organise events.
· Legal/Regulatory Bodies: If required by law or for insurance purposes.
6. How Long Do We Keep Your Data?
Your alumni record is retained indefinitely to support the school’s historical archive and your lifelong membership in the OW community. We will check in with you periodically to ensure your information is accurate. Contact details and engagement records are kept in accordance with our Records Management Policy and are reviewed periodically to ensure they remain necessary and accurate.
If you no longer wish to be part of the alumni database, you may request to have your details removed.
7. Your Rights
You have the right to:
· Access: Request a copy of the info we hold about you.
· Rectification: Update your contact details or career history.
· Erasure: Ask us to delete your record (subject to certain legal/archival exceptions).
· Object: Tell us to stop sending you marketing or fundraising emails.
8. Contact Us
The Headteacher is responsible for managing how we look after personal information. If you have questions, wish to update your details, or would like to opt-out of certain communications, please contact the Alumni Development Manager at alumni@wimbledoncollege.org.uk or the School Data Manager at Wimbledon College.
If you are unhappy with how we use your data, you have the right to complain to the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO).
